In general, the indexes for the 4th Quarter, 2010-2011 look good, with the exception of the freight service index .  The SEMO Port authority 
finished down 11% over the same quarter last year, however, it is understood that much of the decrease is due to the high river conditions over 
the spring and summer.  The airline boardings were up 33% for the quarter and our inbound passengers at Cape Aviation were up the same 33%.
The USDOT submitted approveal of our request to have Cape Air as our air service provider for the next four years.   We saw air cargo at Cape 
Aviation slow down substantially, indicating that the last quarter's major increase for the quarter were most likely a short lived event due to the 
Faurecia operations out of Dexter.  We continue to track the Commander situation, looking at our options and also talking with potential new 
tenants for that facility, as well as the Arch hangar.  We have started tracking aircraft hangar requests and whether we had room for those 
requests, in an effort to keep track of our hangar needs.  In the near future, we will determine revenue necessary and costs associated with 
construction of various types of new hangar facilities.

Other categories would be expected to show an increase resulting largely from the method of response to code violations that has been used for a number of 
years.  Specifically, this has been a complaint-based method for investigation of code violations, particularly those in the categories of property maintenance 
and zoning related violations.  Other code violations have been indentified by staff observation as time permitted.  The desired trend of decreasing numbers of 
code violations can be achieved by the implementation of a method of code indentification that is based on a more proactive approach to code enforcement.  
This would include the establishment of a series of zones to be surveyed by staff on a regular basis with the reporting of observed violations being forwarded to 
the Property Maintenance and Zoning Inspector for followup.  It would be expected that this process would ultimately result in a leveling off and overall decrease 
in numbers of the trend for new violations.  It is important to recognize that overall violations would never decrease to zero due to the influx of new residents and 
businesses.
